All “No Shows” that have not contacted the
show office prior to first ride will be considered a scratch for the show and time slots may be filled.

Full refund if
scratch is received by closing date less $250ffice fee. No refunds after closing date or after start of
competition. Post entries will be placed on a waiting list to fill scratches.

Bounced check policy: $30 fee; waitlisted until cashier’s check received.
